FIXING the COLD  
Most everyone was disappointed that on our beautiful Easter morning the temperature in the sanctuary as we arrived 

for the Sunrise Service registered òcold.ó While the Dining Room level was comfortable for the Breakfast, it was still 

chilly in the sanctuary as the 10:15 AM Easter Celebration began. 

 

Early Easter morning trustees were òon the jobó trying to correct the problem but to no avail. They were even on the 

phone with our long time Boiler people.  

 

At the Session meeting on April 1, Trustee President Charlie Raum  reviewed with the Session what happened and 

together a plan was formed to put forward our best effort to reduce the chance of such a thing happening again. 

 

To begin with, Charlie relayed the feedback from two boiler experts, including our regular man, that our boiler is in fact 

in very good shape, and should continue to function properly for many years to come. However, there was a problem in 

the control portion located between the burner unit and the boiler itself. Two parts which might be described as a 

òchipó and a òmini air sensoró are to be replaced (the black box of the unit). The cost of this will be about $400. Regular 

preventive maintenance is currently performed. In addition to these steps, the system will be òflushedó after heating 

season to eliminate any particle or contaminants in the water to prevent premature wear on the seals in the pumps. 

 

This past year the boiler has used a timer system to automatically begin to warm up the building at 5 AM on Sunday. It 

was decided to change the time to 2 AM. 

 

The temperature for years has been set at 60 degrees in the sanctuary when not in use. It was decided to set the 

òbottomó temperature at 64 degrees. 

 

Another action step includes having the custodian opening the building turn on the air circulation fans upon arrival to 

move the warm air around the sanctuary more rapidly. To avoid any problems with fan noise, the fans would be turned 

off prior to the church service. 

 

Training will be re-done for anyone who might be adjusting the water level for the boiler, and finally, someone will 

personally check the boiler operation each Saturday. 

 

All expressed concern for the many who were chilly and uncomfortable. 

 

However, great appreciation was expressed for the beautiful worship services, the lovely flowers, the friendly smiles for 

friends and guests alike, and the fabulous breakfast provided.  All of this helped assure that it was still a celebration, 

recognizing that òChrist has Risen! é He has Risen Indeed!ó
